Explanation of the Week 

The voice of the Baptizer cried out in the wilderness to "Prepare the way" before the Lord 
(Mal 3:1-6). John's purpose was to call the people to repentance, that they might be made 
ready for the Messiah's coming, so that God's people might "stand" and "endure the day of 
His coming."  John the Baptist speaks to people throughout the ages. Being "A voice 
calling in the desert, 'Prepare the way for the Lord, make straight paths for him,'" (Luke 
3:1-6) he continues to exhort us also in this season of preparation: Advent.  Through 
repentance and absolution, the "rough ways" in our hearts are made "smooth." The 
stewards of the mysteries of God (1 Cor 4:1-5) still deliver Christ's overflowing forgiveness 
to the poor in spirit, comforting God's people with the word of the Gospel which stands 
forever. This Gospel produces rejoicing among those who believe; for by it we "will see 
God's Salvation." (Luke 3:6)

P: Do you believe that Jesus Christ has redeemed you from all your sins, and do you 
desire forgiveness in His name? 

C: I do. 
P: Upon this your confession, I, by virtue of my office as a called and ordained servant 
of the Word, announce the grace of God to all of you, and in the stead and by the 
command of our Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins, in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. May He comfort your heart by His holy 
Absolution, and strengthen you by His Sacraments, that your joy may be full. Peace be 
with You!

II. The Service of the Word 
 
~Old Testament Lesson 

Malachi 3:1-6 “Behold, I send My messenger, and he will prepare the way 
before Me. And the Lord, whom you seek, will suddenly come to His temple, even the 
Messenger of the covenant, in whom you delight. Behold, He is coming,” says the LORD 
of hosts. “But who can endure the day of His coming? And who can stand when He 
appears? For He is like a refiner’s fire and like launderers’ soap. He will sit as a refiner 
and a purifier of silver; He will purify the sons of Levi, and purge them as gold and 
silver, that they may offer to the LORD an offering in righteousness. Then the offering 
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of Judah and Jerusalem will be pleasant to the LORD, as in the days of old, as in former 
years. And I will come near you for judgment; I will be a swift witness against 
sorcerers, against adulterers, against perjurers, against those who exploit wage 
earners and widows and orphans, and against those who turn away an alien— because 
they do not fear Me,” says the LORD of hosts. “For I am the LORD, I do not change; 
therefore you are not consumed, O sons of Jacob.” 

 
~Epistle Lesson 

1 Corinthians 4:1-5 Let a man so consider us, as servants of Christ and stewards of 
the mysteries of God. Moreover it is required in stewards that one be found faithful. 
But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged by you or by a human court. 
In fact, I do not even judge myself. For I know of nothing against myself, yet I am not 
justified by this; but He who judges me is the Lord. Therefore judge nothing before the 
time, until the Lord comes, who will both bring to light the hidden things of darkness 
and reveal the counsels of the hearts. Then each one’s praise will come from God.

~Gospel Lesson & Sermon Text 

Luke 3:1-6 Now in the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius 
Pilate being governor of Judea, Herod being tetrarch of Galilee, his brother Philip 
tetrarch of Iturea and the region of Trachonitis, and Lysanias tetrarch of Abilene, while 
Annas and Caiaphas were high priests, the word of God came to John the son of 
Zacharias in the wilderness. And he went into all the region around the Jordan, 
preaching a baptism of repentance for the remission of sins, as it is written in the book 
of the words of Isaiah the prophet, saying: 

“The voice of one crying in the wilderness: 
‘Prepare the way of the Lord; 
Make His paths straight. 
Every valley shall be filled 
And every mountain and hill brought low; 
The crooked places shall be made straight 
And the rough ways smooth;
